Excel: Using Formulas

Creating a Spreadsheet: Snowstorm Data

1. Construct a spreadsheet with three columns:

A1: Hours

B1: Total Accumulation in Inches

C1: Snowfall Per Hour in Inches

2. Make Row 1 a title row: 

Bold

Center

Size 12

3. Format cells B1 and C1: format – cells – alignment - text wrap

4. Save: Snowstorm data
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5. Column A – Hours

Cell A2 – enter the number 1

Cell A3 – enter formula:  =A2+1

Highlight cells A3-A11 


Edit – Fill - Down

6. Column B – Enter data

7. Column C – calculate snowfall per hour using formula

C2 - enter data from B2

C3 – enter formula: Subtract B2 from B3

C3-C11 – Fill-Down

C12 – use the autosum symbol ∑ on the standard toolbar to total the hourly snowfall (C12 should be the same as B11)

C13 – calculate the average hourly snowfall

8. Header: Snow Accumulation 

9. Footer: Name, period, date

10.  Save

2. Click on the chart wizard icon
3. Choose the graph that shows data over time?
