 Here are 3 Facts to Know about Summer Reading:



1. All it takes is 4.  By reading 4 or more books over the summer, kids can avoid the “summer slide”.



2. Let them choose.  According to a Scholastic survey, 91 percent of kids are more likely to finish books they choose themselves.



3. Big vocabularies.  Kids learn 4,000-12,000 new words every year when reading.  That means three months without books can make a huge difference,
